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Associate of Arts To
Bachelor of Arts in English with Secondary Education

Overview

Completion of the following curriculum will satisfy the requirements for the Associate of Arts (AA) degree
at Cincinnati State (CState) and leads to the Bachelor of Arts (BA) in English with Secondary Education degree
at Northern Kentucky University (NKU).

Applying to the CState2NKU Program

Students can apply to participate in the pathway program by completing the online application on the
NKU transfer webpage. Students must be enrolled in at least six credit hours at Cincinnati State, enrolled
in an associate degree program, plan to transfer to NKU, and maintain a minimum 2.0 cumulative GPA at
Cincinnati State.

Degree Requirements for Cincinnati State

1) Completion of minimum 62 credit hours, 36 of which from approved Ohio Transfer 36 courses, 2)
minimum cumulative GPA 2.0, 3) completion of an FYE course as part of the first 12 credit hours taken at
Cincinnati State, and 4) completion of Cooperative Education.

Admission Requirements for NKU

Students completing an associate degree with a cumulative GPA of 2.0 or higher will be accepted into
NKU.

In addition, students must meet the following requirements for admission into Education. Courses in
parentheses are CState course equivalencies.
e A minimum overall GPA of 2.75
e A minimum grade of “B” in CMST 101 (COMM 110) and ENG 102 (ENG 102, ENG 103 or
ENG 104)
e A minimum grade of “C” in all other pre-admission courses and required EDU and EDS
courses which include EDU 300 (EDU 210), EDU 305 (EDU 105), EDU 313 (EDU 110), and
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EDS 360 (EDU 200).
e Meet the entrance exam requirement through an approved combination of passing scores on
the ACT and/or Praxis | Core Academic Skills for Educators exams
o ACT Comp. 22 -OR-
o Reading (ACT: 20 -or- Praxis I: 156) and
o Eng./Writing (ACT: 18 -or- Praxis I: 162) and
o Mathematics (ACT: 19 -or- Praxis I: 150)
ACT scores must be less than 5 years old at time of admissions semester
Pass criminal background check
60 semester hours completed
An acceptable portfolio
A completed application to the Teacher Education program

Degree Requirements for NKU

To earn a bachelor’s degree at NKU, students must complete a minimum of 120 credit hours
with at least 45 credit hours numbered 300 and above. In addition, at least 25% of the credit
hours required for the degree and the last 30 credit hours must be completed at NKU. Students
majoring in Education must maintain a GPA of 2.75 overall and in major courses and earn a
minimum grade of Cin all education courses. Students must meet the pre-requisites for each
course. Students wishing to be certified to teach English at the secondary level must complete
the requirements for the B.A. in Secondary Education along with the requirements for a B.A. in
English. All English majors are required to demonstrate (1) intermediate-level proficiency in a
foreign language previously spoken or used to satisfy the NKU entrance requirement or (2)
novice-level-proficiency in a second foreign language. Students can demonstrate intermediate-
level-proficiency by either completing the appropriate 200-level course in the language studied
in high school or by attaining an acceptable score on the CLEP test in that language. Students
can demonstrate novice-level-proficiency by completing two semesters of a language not
previously studied or spoken. No minor is required for this major.

Advising Note

Students in the CState2NKU program should work closely with their advisors when choosing

courses. This document serves as a guide but does not replace academic advising. When choosing
Cincinnati State courses, student may also consult the Associate of Arts advising brochure or the catalog
for A and B list courses in Arts and Humanities or Social and Behavioral Sciences.
